TWON is for
private well owners who want to become familiar with groundwater resources, septic
system maintenance, well maintenance, water quality and water treatment.

Essentially,
they are the operators of their own water system and are responsible for ensuring that
their drinking water is safe.

Pick up approved sample bags
and bottles with instructions at the Atascosa County, Wilson County, Frio County and
Medina County Extension offices.
