A determination of need for the inclusion of additicmal territery, and the defining
of boundaries of sape, of the annexatioms te the following distriets were approved:
Nos, 8, 9, and 10-t06 the Upper Lecn Soil Conservation Distriect No, 525 were approved
as of July 5, 1850, Polk County #436 as of July 17, 1950, The determination of need
for the organization of a district in Hansford County No. 148 was approved as of
June 9, 1550,

A determination that the operation of a soll conservation district in Hansford County
is administratively practicable and feasible was approved as of July 26, 1950,

Also the determinatien that the inclusion ef "additional territeory in the Upper Leon
Soil Conservaticm Distriet No. 525, Nes, 8, 9, 10 and 11, were approved as of

July 5, 1950, Also the inclusien of additicnal territory to Polk Coundy No. 436

was approved as of August 1, 1950, Also the annexastion to Collin County No, 535
was approved a8 Gf Jme ?, 19500

A determination that the operation of a district in Kinney County, las Moras No, 236,
was not practicable and feasible as the vote was less than 2/3 majerity,

Upon motion made by H., XK. Faweett, secanded by S. J. Payne, the firal allotment of
the balance of the grant of $2,500,000 by the State to the several soil conservation
districts, amounting to $171,L06,00, was approved.
